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GENERAL OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

1) The equipment should be connected in the general fashion shown above.  
Since the AVIR unit provides an output pulse rise time as low as 1 ns, a fast 
oscilloscope (at least 1000 MHz and preferably 2000 MHz) should be used to 
display the waveform.  Note that the unit requires a 50 Ohm load.  A 60 dB 
attenuator may be used if displaying the output waveform on a sampling 
scope.

2) The output PRF is equal to the input trigger pulse PRF.  

3) WARNING  :  Model AVIR-2 may fail if triggered at a PRF greater than 50 kHz. 

4) The output amplitude is controlled by means of the one turn AMP 
potentiometer (ten turn for -AT option units).

5) The output pulse width is controlled by the one turn PW control (ten turn for -
PWT option units).

6) The unit can be converted from 120 to 240V 50-60 Hz operation by adjusting 
the voltage selector card in the rear panel fused voltage selector-cable 
connector assembly.
